A Godly man is a GOD-FEARING man

(Acts 10:1-2)
A Godly man is a STUDENT of the Scriptures

(2 Timothy 2:15 KJV) - Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.) 

A Godly man LOVES GOD'S WORD

(Psalm 119:165) “Great peace have they which love thy law: and nothing shall offend them”.
A Godly man OBEYS GOD'S WORD

(Psalm 37:31) The law of his God is in his heart; none of his steps shall slide.
